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Group Quarters Population 
 

The group quarters population includes the institutionalized population, who live in correctional 

institutions, juvenile facilities, nursing homes, and other institutions, and the non-institutionalized 

population, who live in college dormitories, military quarters, and other group living situations. As 

seen in Table I.9.12, between 2000 and 2010, the institutionalized population changed -16 percent 

in Heart of Iowa Regional Housing Trust Fund, from 2,316 people in 2000 to 1,945 in 2010. The 

non-institutionalized population changed 143.1 percent, from 362 in 2000 to 880 in 2010.

in the labor force, including 24,640 employed and 1,034 unemployed people. The unemployment

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Commuting Patterns 
Table I.9.20 shows the place of work by county of residence. In 2010, 81.7 percent of residents 

worked within the county they reside with 17.7 percent working outside their home county. This 

compares to 80.5 percent of residents in 2018 who worked within the county in which they resided, 

and 19.1 percent of residents worked outside their home county but still within the state.

In 2018 

the overall aggregate travel time was 400,875 minutes. Residents working within their home county 

spent an average of 12.7 minutes commuting to work, with those working outside their county of 

residence spending an average of 31.6 minutes on their commute.

Table I.9.23 shows the means of transportation to work. In 2018, 82.6 percent of commuters drove 

alone in a car, truck, or van. Only 7.9 percent carpooled, with an additional 0.4 percent taking public 

transportation. Also, there were 1,124 persons or 4.6 percent who worked from home.

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Table I.9.24 shows the breakdown of the means of transportation by tenure. In 2018, 62.5 percent 

of commuters owned their home and commuted alone by car, which compares to 64.5 percent in 

2010. There were also 4,939 renters who drove alone in 2018 and accounted for 20.7 percent of the 

total commuter population. Commuters who owned their own home and took public transportation 

represented 0 percent of the population, which compares to 48 renters, or 0.2 percent taking public 

transportation.

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Iowa Laborshed Study 
 

Laborshed studies are supply-side, labor availability studies. They provide community leaders, 

economic developers, site selectors and existing or prospective employers a flexible tool for 

understanding the workforce characteristics of their local labor market. 

 

According to the Iowa Workforce Development agency, a laborshed is defined as the area or region 

from which an employment center draws its commuting workers. It shows the distribution of these 

workers regardless of political boundaries. Laborshed studies also address underemployment, 

availability of labor and likeliness of the employed or not employed to change or accept employment. 

Other topics covered within a Laborshed analysis include: current and desired occupations, wages, 

hours worked, job search resources and distance willing to commute to work.18

Table I.9.25 shows labor force statistics for Heart of Iowa Regional Housing Trust Fund between 1990 

and 2019. Over the entire series the lowest unemployment rate occurred in 1999 with a rate of 2.6 

percent. The highest level of unemployment occurred during 2009 rising to a rate of 7.5 percent. 

This compared to a statewide low of 2.6 in 1999 and statewide high of 6.4 percent in 2009. Over 

the last year, the unemployment rate in Heart of Iowa Regional Housing Trust Fund decreased from 

3.2 percent in 2018 to 3.0 percent in 2019, which compared to a statewide increase to 2.7 percent.

Fund. The difference between the two lines represents the number of unemployed persons. In the 

most recent year, employment stood at 25,973 persons, with the labor force reaching 26,788, 

indicating there were a total of 815 unemployed persons.

Diagram I.9.8, shows the unemployment rate for both the State and Heart of Iowa Regional Housing 

Trust Fund. During the 1990’s the average rate for Heart of Iowa Regional Housing Trust Fund was 

4.0 percent, which compared to 3.6 percent statewide. Between 2000 and 2010 the unemployment 

rate had an average of 4.3 percent, which compared to 4.1 percent statewide. Since 2010, the average 

unemployment rate was 4.9 percent. Over the course of the entire period the Heart of Iowa Regional 

Housing Trust Fund had an average unemployment rate higher than the State, 4.4 percent for Heart 

of Iowa Regional Housing Trust Fund, versus 4.0 statewide.

Table I.9.27 shows employment and median earnings by industry for Heart of Iowa Regional Housing 

Trust Fund from the 2018 Five-Year ACS. In 2018, the largest industry by number of people employed 

in Heart of Iowa Regional Housing Trust Fund was Manufacturing, which employed 3,242 people 

and paid a median salary of 49,649 dollars. The highest paying industry in Heart of Iowa Regional 

Housing Trust Fund was the Government industry, which paid a median salary of 56,698 dollars in

consistent framework for analyzing and comparing individual state and local area economies. Table 

I.9.28, shows total real earnings by industry for Heart of Iowa Regional Housing Trust Fund. In 2018, 

the manufacturing industry had the largest total real earnings with 330,245,000 dollars. Between 

2017 and 2018, the farm industry saw the largest percentage increase of 98.4 percent, to
