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The Census Bureau’s current census estimates indicate that Housing Fund for Linn County’s
population increased from 211,226 in 2010 to 224,115 in 2017, or by 6.1 percent. This compares
to a statewide population change of 3.3 percent over the period. The number of people from 25 to
34 years of age increased by 6.1 percent, and the number of people from 55 to 64 years of age
increased by 17 percent. The white population increased by 2.9 percent, while the black population
increased by 48.6 percent. The Hispanic population increased from 5,534 to 7,363 people between
2010 and 2017 or by 33.1 percent. These data are presented in Table 1.169.3.

Table 1.169.4, presents the population of Housing Fund for Linn County by age and gender from the
2010 Census and 2017 current census estimates. The 2010 Census count showed a total of 103,950
males, who accounted for 49.2 percent of the population, and the remaining 50.8 percent, or 107,276
persons, were female. In 2017, the number of males rose to 110,447 persons, and accounted for 49.3
percent of the population, with the remaining 50.7 percent, or 113,668 persons being female.

Population Migration Trends

The lowa Department of Transportation IOWADOT) collects data on drivers who move to lowa and
exchange licenses from other states as well as those surrendering lowa driver’s licenses when

relocating to a different state. The IOWADOT
data do not represent a precise count of
migration, as they show only the net change in
the number of driver’s licenses, but the data
indicates the general direction of population
movement.

The driver’s license total exchanges since 2008
for Housing Fund for Linn County are presented
in Table 1.169.4. Over the past five years, there
have been zero years of negative net-migration
in Housing Fund for Linn County, which
indicates a healthy and steady inflow of people
into the county. Since 2014, Housing Fund for

Linn County has experienced a net growth of 2,772 persons, creating an overall positive net-migration
trend. lowa DOT data indicates that there was a net increase of 650 people in the most recent year.

Diagram 1.169.3, shows in- and out- migration as shaded areas, with net migration depicted as a line
graph. As can be seen the maximum net migration occurred in 2,013 with 1,084 people entering and
the lowest net migration occurred in 2,017 with 370 entering Housing Fund for Linn County.

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The IOWADOT data also collects gender and age information. Table 1.169.5, shows in- and out-
migration by gender. In the most recent first half 2,018 data, 47 percent of net-migrants, or 308
persons were male, with the remaining 53 percent, or 342 persons were female.

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Census Demographic Data

In the 1980, 1990, and 2000 decennial censuses, the Census Bureau released several tabulations in
addition to the full SF1 100 percent count data including the one-in-six SF3 sample. These additional
samples, such as the SF3, asked supplementary questions regarding income and household attributes
that were not asked in the 100 percent count. In the 2010 decennial census, the Census Bureau did
not collect additional sample data, such as the SF3, and thus many important housing and income
concepts are not available in the 2010 Census.

To study these important concepts the Census Bureau distributes the American Community Survey
every year to a sample of the population and quantifies the results as one-, three- and five-year
averages. The one-year sample only includes responses from the year the survey was implemented,
while the five-year sample includes responses over a five-year period. Since the five-year estimates
include more responses, the estimates can be tabulated down to the Census tract level, and
considered more robust than the one or three year sample estimates.

Population Estimates

Population by race and ethnicity through 2017 in shown in Table 1.169.7. The white population
represented 88.8 percent of the population in 2017, compared with the black population accounting
for 4.9 percent of the population. The Hispanic population represented 3.1 percent of the population
in 2017.

Table 1.169.17, shows the labor force statistics for Housing Fund for Linn County from 1990 to the
present. Over the entire series the lowest unemployment rate occurred in 1999 with a rate of 1.8
percent. The highest level of unemployment occurred during 2009 rising to a rate of 6.1 percent.
This compared to a statewide low of 2.5 in 2018 and statewide high of 6.4 percent in 2009. Over
the last year, the unemployment rate in Housing Fund for Linn County decreased from 3.3 percent
in 2017 to 2.8 percent in 2018, which compared to a statewide decrease to 2.5 percent.

Diagram 1.169.5, shows the unemployment rate for both the State and Housing Fund for Linn County.
During the 1990’s the average rate for Housing Fund for Linn County was 3.2 percent, which
compared to 3.6 percent statewide. Between 2000 and 2010 the unemployment rate had an average
of 4.1 percent, which compared to 4.1 percent statewide. Since 2010, the average unemployment
rate was 4.4 percent. Over the course of the entire period the Housing Fund for Linn County had an

average unemployment rate that lower than the State, 3.9 percent for Housing Fund for Linn County,
versus 4 statewide.

Between 2016 and 2017 the farm industry saw the largest
percentage increase, rising by 31.8 percent to 13,825,000 dollars.

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The lowa Department of Revenue releases annual income tax statistics. Table 1.169.25, shows the
number of returns by adjusted gross income. For taxpayer confidentiality, if the number of returns
was fewer than 5, the data was redacted. As a result the number of returns reported maybe slightly
lower than the actual returns. Most redacted records occurred in the highest income brackets. The
table gives an accurate measure of the income distribution in Housing Fund for Linn County.

As can be seen, the total number of returns between 2010 and 2017 increased by 9 percent, with
12,005 returns reported in 2017, which was the most recent year available.

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Poverty

Poverty is the condition of having insufficient resources or
income. In its extreme form, poverty is a lack of basic human
needs, such as adequate and healthy food, clothing, housing,
water, and health services. According to the Census Bureau'’s
Small Area Income and Poverty Estimates Program, the number
of individuals in poverty decreased from 20,392 persons in
2010 to 19688 in 2017, with the poverty rate reaching 9
percent in 2017. This compared to a state poverty rate of 10.8
percent and a national rate of 13.4 percent in 2017. Table
1.169.26, at right, presents poverty data for the county.

The rate of poverty by age for Housing Fund for Linn County is
shown in Table 1.169.27. In 2017, there were an estimated
20,280 persons living in poverty. This represented a 9.5
percent poverty rate, compared to 6.5 percent poverty in 2000.
In 2017, some 9.5 percent of those in poverty were under age
6, and 8.6 percent were 65 or older.

Housing Production

The Census Bureau reports building permit authorizations and “per unit” valuation of building
permits by county annually. Single-family construction usually represents most residential
development in the county. Single-family building permit authorizations in Housing Fund for Linn

County decreased from 492 authorizations in 2017 to 443 in 2018.

The real value of single-family building permits increased from 137,191 dollars in 2017 to 140,723
dollars in 2018. This compares to an increase in permit value statewide, with values rising from
238,742 dollars in 2017 to 246,170 dollars in 2018.
